Bridge course and Remedial Coaching
Bridge Course:
A bridge course for newly admitted students is conducted every year before the commencement of the first semester regular classes. The main objective of the course is to bridge the gap between subjects studied at Pre-university level and subjects they would be studying in Graduation. The syllabus for the course is framed in such a way that they get basic knowledge on the subjects which they would be learning through graduation.
Objectiveness 
Give students the confidence and skills to successfully transition to college and new curriculum.
Methodology
During the first week after the commencement of the classes, the bridge course curriculum is delivered to the students in various disciplines. A post bridge course test is conducted after the completion of bridge course syllabus to assess the ability of student’s suggestions are given to students for improvisation.
Remedial Classes:
Remedial classes are conducted for Average and slow learning students to assist them to achieve expected competencies in core academic skills such as literacy and numeracy. Selecting the students for remedial class- based on the previous semester end exam(SEE) marks/ Continuous Internal Assessment (CIA) marks, slow learners are identified, the students who find difficulty in grasping the courses are voluntarily enrolled.
Objectiveness 
To develop academic skills and assist the students in various subjects.
To raise the level of understanding of students in basic subjects to improve themselves for further academic work.

Methodology

Remedial classes are organized on working days after regular class hours. A Special focus is laid to equip the students to help them perform well in the exams.An attendance sheet is maintained by the faculty members, which includes the student attendance and topics covered in the class and the reports maintained by all the Departments.
